Be it therefore RESOLVED that UALE opposes all efforts to reduce or limit choices or raise the cost of necessary health care for women. Access and choice are fundamental for women who want to increase their participation and leadership in all movements for social justice.

And be it further RESOLVED that UALE will encourage its members to 
• publicize this resolution
• increase education on the link between the attacks on women’s rights to access and choice on health care with all other anti-union and anti-worker attacks
• oppose, in particular, the attacks that call for the defunding of Planned Parenthood or that hide behind religious appeals to narrow women’s rights, and
• continue efforts to educate and develop leadership among women.
